These schools, Nazareth Christian School 
and Hope Academy, have agreed to enroll the 
SOTH children as “distance learning” students. 
The children will not only be officially enrolled in 
these schools, but will be using all the official 
books and curriculum used by each respective 
school. 

The children have already received most 
of the books, and are excited to begin studying 
the subjects of Math, English, Filipino, Science 
and more! We are still in need more funds for 
this endeavor, since we have only paid the down 
payment on the books so far. We are also 
accepting applications for several new teachers. 
Please keep the children, staff and teachers here 
at SOTH in your prayers throughout the school 
year. 

Finally, a team of five youth from Texas spent 
the first two weeks of June at SOTH, 
constructing a new building on the SOTH 
Zambales campus. The Texans also blessed the 
older teens by leading bible studies every night 
on relevant topics.
